The rankings, which measure how well schools prepare their students for the
environmental, social and ethical complexities of modern-day business, are topped by Schulich School
of Business at York University in Toronto. Seven of the top 10 are US schools. The other two non-US
schools in the top 10 are RSM Erasmus from the Netherlands (7) and Spain’s IE Business School (9).
